Appointment of Revd John Bell as Group incumbent : The following announcement was made in
Church on Sunday 25 September

We are delighted to announce that the Rev John Bell, currently Assistant Curate of Christ Church Bedford
in the Diocese of St Alban’s, has accepted Bishop Paul’s offer of a post to serve the churches of the Central
Hartlepool Group Ministry, subject to the usual clearances.

John will be Priest in Charge of the parishes of Stranton, All Saints, and St Luke’s; however, as a minister
within the Central Hartlepool Group Ministry he will serve all the churches of the group, and he has been
appointed on the understanding that he will serve them equally until it is possible to appoint the second
priest to the group, who will be the Priest-in-Charge of St Aidan and St Columba. It is everyone’s hope
that it will prove possible to advertise this second post next year.
